This proposal has been
discussed briefly at recent SCCC and SCDXC meetings and has been received fairly good support. There
are a few areas of concern which will hopefully get worked out with the guys up North at Visalia. Most
concerns center around the definition of the North/South boundary (Tehachapi Mountains) and the
method proposed for score collecting/validation. Also. 1 feel the San Diego DX Club should be included
in the Total South score from the very beginning. The NCCC doesn’t seem 10 mind. and provisions have
been made for expanding the competition. Please read the proposal and forward your comments 10 me as
soon as possible. If you are going 10 Visalia, corner me up there so we can discuss your thoughts. In
general, I like the concept of this competition. and anything that can be done 10 increase club panticipation
In major contests should be senously considered. Unless there are any serious problems noled with the
proposal. the SCCC and SCDXC will probably “sign up™ 10 it. and we will begin with the nexi running of
the ARRL DX Contests in 1996,

Your 1995 SCCC Rosters are also included in this issue. Take a pood look at them and let Will.
KN6DV know if there are any problems with vour listing. Also. let him know if vou have an Iniernel
Address for E-Mail. We will publish another SCCC Roster later this vear with the additional and
correcied information included. The SCCC meeting following Visalia will probably be a barbecue type at
Rick. WB60OKK's QTH sometime in June. That's it for now - Hope 10 see vou this weekend!



The Vice Prez Sez...

For you non-subcribers 10 CQ-CONTEST on the Internet, there has been a lot of interesting
threads (discussions) going on recently.

There was a major rhubarb about an observation that was made during the ARRL CW DX
Contest. Initially it was described, tongue in cheek, as a “long delayed echo.” It seems KM9P, operating
as a guest op, was overheard moving a DX multiplier from 20 meters to 15 meters. The station that heard
the exchange jumped 10 15 meters to work the DX after KM9P finished. While KM9P was working the
mult on 15, the third party station heard KM9P CQing on 20. Obviously both use two radios. And,
obviously, the CQ on 20 was not a "long delayed echo.”

Well. the flames hit the fan big time. Ultimately KM9P posied an explanation 1o the effect that he
didn't have time to implement a lockout to prevent having two signals on the air at one time, as he was
guest oping. He copped 1o having made an unintentional mistake in the heat of batle. He changed his
entry category from single op to multi op. Ah, the powers of the Internet.

There has also been much to do about'rule changes 10 eliminate holding a frequency forever hy
CQing forever. One proposal involved limiting the number of consecutive CQs without a QSO. Another
was 10 limit the number of stations that could be run before changing frequencies. An interesting
approach was to make multipliers more valuable, thereby encouraging more S&Ping. N6TR suggested
QCQ as a Q signal to mean “You've been CQing your brains out and nobody has responded, so let me take
a crack at Cging on this frequency”. Food for thought, but mostly not edible.

There is also going 1o be another squINT contest. That is the Internet Squirt Contest, in which
your harmonic(s) climb in vour lap for an hour and exchange name, favorite color and state. A truly
beautiful certificate was prepared for participants in the first squINT. This will be on April 15, 10 AM 1o
11 AM in CA, around 14280. If you want your kids 10 get an idea of what you do when you contest, pull
them in the shack for this one. The winner is the one who has the most fun.

Re: ARRL DX Contest Club Competition

Gentlemen:

The Board of Directors of the Northern California Contest Club would like to submit for your
consideration a proposal which we believe will be of interest to all of our clubs and to which we believe
each of our respective memberships will eagerly subscribe. To move quickly to “the bottom line”, we
propose 0 Sponsor a rotating trophy for “Total North” vs. “Total South” competition in the ARRL DX

Contest:

a.

The Northern California Contest Club would purchase a suitable trophy which would replace the
[very worn] trophy which has been passed back and forth between the NCDXC and the SCDXC
for many years.

Each year, the Contest Chairman of each of the four clubs would total the scores submitted to
ARRL for both the CW and the SSB contests which were credited to the club per the then-current
ARRL rules. 1 have 10 insert the phrase “then-current” here, because the ARRL Contest
Advisory Commirtes is now studving a proposal to give club credit for contest expeditions in
much the same way as CQ Magazine does in its competition. In those cases where a person was
a member of more than club, the club which the individual listed on his contest summary sheet is
the one which would count the score in its total.

The scores of the clubs north of the Tehachapis would be added together and the scores of the
clubs south of the Tehachapis would be added together; whichever was the higher total would be
the group receiving possession of the rotating trophy.

The trophy would be awarded each year at Visalia, just as the NCDXC/SCDXC trophy is now
awarded.

Whichever club in the winning region had the highest total would be the club charged with
storage of the trophy for the ensuing year.

In the event other California clubs wished to enter this competition, they would be allowed to do
so upon agreement of a simple majority of the clubs then participating.

Our reason for advancing this proposal is quite simply to enhance the club competition in the ARRL DX
contest and allow the greatest number of our members to participate. At present, with the competition
limited to NCDXC and SCDXC, we see some severe problems:

1.

The competition is totally lopsided. There is no challenge for NCDXC to win the trophy, and
there is very little likelihood that SCDXC will be able to win the trophy in the foreseeable future.
(See Table 1 below for proof of this.)

By agreement made many years ago by the NCDXC and the NCCC, members of both clubs are 1o
be encouraged 10 credit their scores in CQWW to NCCC and their scores in the ARRL DX
contests to NCDXC. But many of the people who made that agreement are now long gone from
NCCC. Our two clubs are today very different entities, unlike the situation that prevailed at the
time this understanding was reached. Only about 30% of the membership of the NCCC is also a
member of the NCDXC, Thus 70% of our membership has been told (implicitly) that NCCC is



not making a club effort in the ARRL DX contests. They are thus denied the opportunity of
meaningful participation in club competition for this event. While it is true that the 70%
majority (and, in fact, any member) is free 1o credit NCCC, we are not able to make it a focus
event for our club and still encourage our joint members to support NCDXC.

The proposal we are advancing would restore meaningful competition to the California clubs participating
in the ARRL DX contests. Consider the following data 1 have extracted from QST for the past four years

of competition:

From this you can see that if the competition we are proposing had been in place, the trophy would have
changed hands twice in the past three years. Each club would have had an incentive to encourage its
members to go “all out” to win the trophy. Where we stand today, in contrast, it is virtually a foregone
conclusion that NCDXC will win the trophy over SCDXC once again. And NCCC and SCCC--which are
really accounting for the bulk of the activity anyway--aren’t allowed 1o participate.

We would ask that you each present this proposal to the governing bodies of your respective clubs and
consider carefully the merit of this suggestion. We look forward 1o your comments.
